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Award Criteria


East Riding of Yorkshire Council presents the Chairman’s Awards annually to individuals, companies or organisations within the East Riding of Yorkshire in recognition of their achievements towards enhancing the environment of the area.  Nominations can be put forward by the public, as well as officers and members of the council, using the following criteria:

· Reducing the amount of waste disposed of to landfill by minimising waste at source re-using, recycling or composting;
· Increasing the amount of energy generated from renewable sources and/or improved energy efficiency; 
· Creating or enhancing wildlife habitats;
· Reducing pollution to air, water or land; 
· Improving resource efficiency through better design or improved efficiency;
· Addressing problems of litter, leaf fall, dog fouling and other debris within their community;
· Improving the visual amenity of the area through schemes such as painting, garden tidying, flower/bulb/tree planting;
· Adopt a beach or other open space schemes carrying out clean ups and arranging on-going maintenance;
· Village green/play park/pond/other open space restoration schemes; and
· Graffiti/fly posting clean ups.

Entrants can nominate themselves but letters of support must be provided.

The scheme must be currently active or completed within the last 12 months.

Closing date for nominations in all award categories is 31st January 

The judging of these awards will take place in March with the winner being announced at an awards ceremony in May.

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Guidance Notes

The judges read many applications and if details on your form are not clear your nomination will not stand out.

Who can make a nomination?
Anyone can make a nomination.

Who can be nominated?
Individuals, groups, organisations and businesses can be nominated but they must have a distinctive connection with the East Riding of Yorkshire, be based or have a base or be a resident within the area.

How do I nominate?
Nominations can be made by visiting www.eastriding.gov.uk/chairmansawards or by completing the nomination form.  Press cuttings, photographs, leaflets and brochures to support your nomination can be included but the form must be completed in full.

The judging panel will assess each nomination based only on the information you provide, so the more detail you can include about the person or group you are nominating, the better. The suggested minimum is 200 words for the main part of the form – it is difficult for the judges to assess your nomination if you do not include much information.

Can I send letters of support?
Letters of support should be from those who have first hand knowledge of and who can endorse the nominee’s contribution.

What is the closing date for nominations?
The closing date for all award categories is 31st January 

Can I make changes to the information I have submitted?
Wherever possible the civic office must be advised of any important changes or additions to information supplied on the nomination form such as change of address, etc.  If circumstances relating to this nomination change in anyway please notify the civic office immediately on             (01482) 393260 or email chairmans.awards@eastriding.gov.uk

Are nominations acknowledged?
All nominations will be acknowledged but it is not possible to enter into detail on the merits of any particular nomination and its progress.

How are the nominations judged?
The judging panel will meet in March to draw up a shortlist of the top nominations who will be invited to the ceremony at The Spa Bridlington in May where the winner is announced.

It is important that the information you provide is as comprehensive as possible as the judging panel use this information to assess the suitability of the nomination.

How will I find out if the nomination is successful?
Once the judging has been completed, should your nomination be successful you will be contacted and invited, together with your nominee, to attend the award ceremony which takes place in May.  If, after the award ceremony has taken place, and you have not received a letter, then your nomination has not been successful and you may assume the nomination has lapsed.
